· introductory formula: to/ from/ subject/ date – 2 p

· introduction announcing the topic – 8p 

· paragraph on accommodation -10 p (descriptive, informative language when presenting the suggestions – 5p,  language of evaluation and persuasion when presenting the expected result – 5p)

· paragraph on transport – 10p (descriptive, informative language when presenting the suggestions, language of evaluation and persuasion when presenting the expected result)

· paragraph on entertainment – 10p (descriptive, informative language when presenting the suggestions, language of evaluation and persuasion when presenting the expected result)

· conclusion clearly stating that the town is suitable for the event – 8

· subheadings for each paragraph – 2p

Register: formal

Recommendation:  if a proposal does not contain the introductory formula or subheadings for each paragraph, but the content is good, that is the target reader would be informed and persuaded, and it is clearly paragraphed, with a balanced number of words per paragraph and appropriate connectors, the 4 points allotted for these missing elements should still be given.
