Guy Fawkes was in the cellar of the parliament with the 36 barrels of gunpowder when the authorities stormed in – in the early hours of November 5th. They caught, tortured and executed him. 

Even today, the reigning monarch only enters the Parliament (9)once a year, on ‘the State Opening of Parliament’. Prior to the Opening, the Yeomen of the Guard search the cellars of the Palace of Westminster. On the very night that the Gunpowder Plot was foiled, on November 5th, 1605, people set bonfires alight to celebrate the safety of the King. Since then, November 5th became known as Bonfire Night and is commemorated every year (10)with fireworks and burning effigies of Guy Fawkes on a bonfire.
